Estás = You are Estas = These (feminine) 

Papá = Papa  Papa = Potato  El Papa = The Pope 

Mamá = Mama Mama = It suckles, it nurses, it learns from childhood 

Año = Year Ano = Anus 

Él- él = He/Him/It El-el = The (masculine) 

Ópera = Opera  Opera = He/She operates 

Ejército = Army Ejercito = I exercise Ejercitó = He/She/It exercised 

Fábrica = Factory Fabrica = He/She/It manufactures Fabricá = Manufacture!
